BADMINTON RULES

SERVING
1. The serve must be done with an underhand motion, with the contact of the racket and the birdie meeting below the waist.

2. The serve must be diagonal, landing on the other side of the net.

3. If serving when the score is even, you must stand on the right side of the court. If the score is odd, you must stand on the left side of the court.

4. If the birdie touches the net on the serve and goes over, the serve is done over. If this happens twice in a row the second is no good.

5. The server must be standing behind the line marked five feel behind the net.

6. You can only score when you are serving.  The server should say the score before each serve loud enough for their opponent to hear them.  The server always says their score first.
7. Doubles Play: 

a. The person diagonal from the server must receive the shuttlecock off of the serve.

b. Both players on each team get a chance to serve before there is a change of possession.

FAULTS

1. Shuttles falling on a line are good.

2. If, in attempting a serve, the server completely misses the shuttle it is not a fault.

3. If, on the serve, the partner of the receiver returns the shuttle. It is a fault.

4. If the shuttle is hit into the net; goes under the net; hits outside the boundary lines of the court; hits a wall, the ceiling, or other permanent fixtures. It is a fault.

5. If the shuttle touches a player or his clothing. It is a fault.

6. If a player touches the net while the shuttle is in play it is a fault.

7. If the shuttle is not distinctly hit rests a momentarily on the strings and is slung or carried it’s a fault.

8. If any player hits the shuttle twice before it crosses the net, it is a fault.
